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Overview

Fall Enroliment Overview

The Fall Enrollment component collects student enroliment counts by level of student, enrollment status, gender and race/ethnicity. In addition, first-time students’ fall-to-fall retention
rates and the student-to-faculty ratio are collected. Enroliment by age is required in odd-numbered years, and enrollment by residence of first-time undergraduates is required in even-
numbered years.

Institutions operating on a traditional academic year calendar (semester, trimester, quarter, or 4-1-4) report Fall enrollment as of the institution's official fall reporting date or October
15. Institutions operating on a calendar that differs by program or that enrolls students on a continuous basis (referred to as program reporters) report Fall enroliment as students
enrolled any time during the period August 1 and October 31.

Data reporting reminders:
» Report data to accurately reflect the time period corresponding with the IPEDS survey component, even if such reporting is seemingly inconsistent with prior year reporting.
« Part B, Enrollment of students by age, is required this year.
» Part C, Residence of first-time degree/certificate-seeking undergraduates, is optional this year.

Academic reporters determine the cohort and retention as of the institution's official fall reporting date or as of October 15. Program reporters determine the cohort with enrollment any

time between August 1 and October 31, 2022 and retention based on August 1, 2023.

The retention rate is calculated by the system after clicking "Save" on the screen. Exclusions are subtracted from and inclusions are added to the original cohort and the resulting

adjusted cohort is used for calculating the retention rate.

Retention Data Reporting Reminders:
